CSS :  CSS will not  validate as m easures were taken to ensure the page funct ions correct ly in 
I E and looks the way that  the client  has requested. 
There CSS validat ion errors are:   

• To enable resizing in I E -  input ,textarea,select { * font -size: 100% ; }  
• Property ÔopacityÕ doesn't  exist  in CSS level 2.1 (but  exists in css3) . This 

property has been used here to obtain the desired look of the gallery -  # jgal li 
{ opacity:  .7; }  

There will be no other CSS validat ion errors.

• Unt il user agents allow users to turn off spawned windows, do not  cause pop-ups or other 

windows to appear and do not  change the current  window without  inform ing the user.

U s a b i l i t y : 
 

• Navigat ion will be designed as a sim ple system , consistent ly placed in an area that  is 
to be expected (side left ) .  Each navigat ion item  is sim ply and clear ly labelled and the 
eye is drawn to the nav block to prevent  confusion. 

• There will be an int roduct ion with pictures and explanat ion of the business so that  
users with lim ited com puter use can be put  at  ease in the first  m om ents of their  
exper ience.  

• A secondary navigat ion supplied along the bot tom  so user does not  have to scroll back 
to the top. 

• Links are obviously coloured when in the flow of the docum ent  and change colour on 
hover. 

• Lim ited scrolling on m ost  pages. Basic but  thorough inform at ion so that  user is not  
overwhelm ed and will be ent iced to m ake contact . 

• Consistent  use of fonts and sty les so that  user easily knows where they are.
